Descriptions of Breakout Discussions
Lesley University

Lesley University is a model for how an institution of higher education can play a leadership role in the development of successful arts education partnerships. Lesley’s Creative Arts in Learning Program works with classroom teachers, arts specialists, and administrators in over 20 states around the country to develop skills necessary to integrate the arts in elementary schools. Lesley also works with Boston’s National Arts and Learning Collaborative Program to provide integrated and comprehensive arts experiences for students and educators in two urban elementary schools. The program includes the National Arts and Learning Collaborative (NALC), Boston Public Schools (BPS), Walnut Hill School, and Brimmer and May School.

Chicago Arts Partnerships in Education (CAPE)

CAPE is a model for how a community arts education partnership can serve as a nexus of support for school reform focused on developing innovative, effective instruction, and meaningful teacher leadership. University partners in the CAPE network provide professional development services, implement action research agendas, and prepare teacher educators to integrate the arts into their classroom. Through this work, CAPE has found that sustained collaboration between teachers and artists has consistently developed new capacities for innovative curriculum design, teacher leadership, and action research.

Oklahoma A+ Schools Network
Oklahoma A+ Schools® began through the collaborative work of higher education institutions in the DaVinci Institute. Oklahoma A+ Schools® is a whole school, arts-based reform model that provides ongoing professional development focused on collaborative, research-based practices. The initiative includes three main areas: professional development, networking, and research. Located on the campus of the University of Central Oklahoma (UCO) in Edmond, Oklahoma, it is housed within the Office of Academic Affairs under the direction of the Office of the Provost.

Lincoln Center Institute for Arts in Education – Teacher Education Collaborative
The Lincoln Center Institute's Teacher Education Collaborative (TEC) is a partnership between eight schools of higher education and the Institute. The TEC works directly with college faculty, students, and administrators to integrate the experiential study of works of art into teacher preparation programs. While each of the eight schools has developed in its unique way, the central components of the TEC program remain consistent across each campus. Over the last 11 years Lincoln Center Institute has developed and sustained its partnership with each campus because the Collaborative itself models the pedagogical power of the arts to create community within and among peers.

Arts Education in Maryland Schools (AEMS) Alliance’s Higher Education in the Arts Task Force (HEAT Force)
AEMS is a statewide initiative dedicated to advancing the arts as a basic component of public education. Founded in 1992 through a partnership of the Maryland State Department of Education and the Maryland State Arts Council, AEMS maintains a leadership role within the state to build support for high-quality, systemic arts education for all Maryland schoolchildren. In 2002 AEMS created the Higher Education in the Arts Task Force (HEAT Force) to address the crucial role that higher education can play in offering an array of professional development opportunities that bridge the cultural gaps between educators and artists. The HEAT Force is currently working on implementing a certification program in arts integration techniques.

Peck School of the Arts at University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee and “Teachers for a New Era”

The Peck School is the only arts-specific academic unit in the “Teachers for a New Era” (TNE), a national initiative of the Carnegie Corporation to improve the quality of K12 teaching. TNE places a particular value on the content-specific pedagogy of arts learning, as well as on the kind of partnerships that are common in arts education.  This model offers important insight into the ways that a school of arts can participate in a major teacher reform agenda. Due to their central position in creating professional development opportunities for the arts teaching workforce, the Peck School initiates and administers a broad range of collaborations that involve local academic institutions, presenting organizations, arts organizations, schools and artists.

Arts Partners of Wichita, Kansas – an affiliate of Young Audiences Arts for Learning

Arts Partners works with the Wichita School District, the largest school system in Kansas. Arts Partners is a strong model where the arts organization is the nexus for relationships between and among higher education and K-12 schools. At the heart of their collaboration has been the professional development program established by Arts Partners and supported by Wichita State University. The Dean of the College of Fine Arts serves on the board, and the Associate Dean has been a member of the Arts Partners Program Committee since it was first established in 1997. As the Wichita School district saw the quality of the professional development available to its teachers through this partnership, it expanded the funding it provides to Arts Partners. Arts Partners recently entered into a partnership with the Wolf Trap Institute for Early Learning Through the Arts to pilot the establishment of “Kansas Wolf Trap” as a new regional program.

Kennedy Center Partners in Education in Silver City, New Mexico
The Kennedy Center Partnership in Silver City offers an important model for how higher education arts partnerships can thrive in a rural educational setting. Both the Child Development Center and the School of Education at Western New Mexico University have played a vital role in the continuity and delivery of this Pre-K through 18 collaborative through their commitment of both the Dean and a faculty member to the program. Additionally, the John F. Kennedy Center for the Performing Arts has enhanced the quality and impact of their professional development program by bringing in trained artists that would not be available to this remote area.

The Michigan Department of Education / Higher Education Partnership to Prepare Visual Arts Teachers

This partnership showcases how a state education agency played a lead role in fostering a state-wide higher education partnership. In 2000, the Michigan Department of Education convened a Content Advisory Committee to review the preparation of K-12 visual arts teachers in the state. In addition to developing new program standards, the Content Advisory Committee made a further recommendation to increase the minimum number of credit hours required for the visual arts endorsement on the K-12 certification to an unprecedented 50-credit hours above the professional education course sequence. Aware of the dramatic impact these changes would require of Michigan’s large and small postsecondary institutions, the partners convened an institute for Michigan’s Visual Arts Higher Education Faculty at the Cranbrook Academy of Art. Visual arts teacher preparation programs at Cranbrook Academy of Art provide teacher candidates with a thorough knowledge of content, theory, practice, and research in the field of art education.

Opening Minds through the Arts (OMA), Tucson, Arizona

Opening Minds through the Arts (OMA) is an arts integration project demonstrating the power of the arts to increase student academic achievement and teaching effectiveness. A design team that includes members of the University of Arizona College of Fine Arts, Tucson Unified School District, selected arts integration specialists, classroom teachers, administrators and community teaching artists continually monitors the progress and implementation of OMA. OMA was awarded an Arts in Education Model Development and Dissemination grant in 2000, and a Professional Development grant in 2005 from the U.S. Department of Education. One of the OMA sites, Peter Howell Elementary School, was profiled in AEP’s latest publication, Third Space: When Learning Matters.
