A Program Review is òa systematic method of 

analyzing components of an instructional 

program, including instructional practices, 

aligned and enacted curriculum, student work 

samples, formative and summative 

assessments, professional development and 

support services, and administrative support 

and monitoringó KRS 158.6453(1)(i).



Purpose of Program Reviews

A broader view of the program with a focus on:

Å improving quality instruction

Å allowing equitable accessfor all students

Å allowing student demonstration of 

understanding

Å ensuring school-wide natural integration of 

program skills beyond the program area
